DIRECTIONS TO THE MOUNTAINEER KENNEL CLUB BUILDING
953 POINT MARION ROAD, MORGANTOWN, WV
From I 68 EAST – COMING FROM BRUCETON MILLS/CUMBERLAND:  Take exit 7 (705 - Airport /
 Pierpont Road).   At the end of the ramp,  turn right; proceed through three stoplights. 
Please note that 705 will become 119 North at the second stoplight.   Follow 119 North. At 
the third stoplight,  there will be an All Star Express on your right.   Our building is 0.8 miles 
after that stoplight on the left side. 
 From I 68 West – COMING FROM FAIRMONT:  Take exit 7 (705 - Airport / Pierpont Road). 
At the end of the ramp, turn left and follow the I 68 east directions above. 
I 79 Southbound: Take exit 68 East and follow the I 68 east directions above. 
Pennsylvania:   Follow 119 S to the Pennsylvania/West Virginia border.   Our building is 3.1 
miles on the right hand side of the road.   (0.4 miles south of the intersection of Baker's Ridge 
Road with 119 S. in WV.)
